The Interurban trail will con-
nect in the Southwest corner of Lancaster Park (300 N 
Jackson Street) and loop around the Park, bringing the 
final segment of the trail to Bluffton’s City Limit.  The 
Park will feature a dual-use football/ soccer field, 2 sand 
volleyball courts, a lighted basketball court, a Gaga 
ball court, a playground, Pavilion with restrooms and 
water fountains, a sledding hill, a 9-hole disc golf/foot 
golf course, a bike-repair station, solar charging station,  
giant foosball game, and cement cornhole games.
